ACTIVITIES AT THE CALIFORNIA STATE UNIVERSITY, CHICO

1. Chico has responded to enquiries from two Manitoba students for Chico for Spring of 2009.

2. Recruitment is proceeding for Chico students who plan to go to Mexico and Canada for Spring of 2009

3. After a great deal of intensive search, Dr. Gabriel Aguillera has been retained as the Independent External Evaluator for the project. FIPSE allows the Independent Evaluator to be either from outside or from within the consortium institutions. Chico has been working with the Evaluator. It will be arranged for the Evaluator to attend the project Directors’ Meeting in Ottawa for the 2008 Project Directors’ Meeting on September 28, 2008 in Ottawa.
4. A website for the project has been developed( still under construction). It will be released shortly, after some improvement. The file has been attached for your information only.

5. Chico has signed the MOU

6. Recruitment posters have been generated and posted in engineering buildings.

7. The Official Chico State University’s ‘Study Abroad’ program is coordinating things for Chico.
8. Chico has already completed Travel arrangements  for the Consortium Partners’ Meeting in Winnipeg, University of Manitoba, June 5-8, 2008

ACTIVITIES AT UNIERSITY OF MANITOBA:

1. Preliminary planning for June meeting.

2. Conducted one information session for recruitment.  Had attendance of approximately 35 students and supplied soft drinks and pizza.  Resulted in a lot of interest.

3. Collected applications and have 2 students wanting to go to CSU Chico for January 2009.  Presently working with the students on this process.

4. Preparing a bulletin board in high traffic areas to advertise the program.  Also continuing recruitment with e-mail to all engineering students.

5. Have responded to applications from two students from Mexico, one from UASLP and one from UAZ.  The acceptance letter for the UAZ student has already been prepared and sent.  The UASLP letter will be ready and sent next week.

6. A web site is currently being designed and planned to be on-line by the summer.
ACTIVITIES AT UNIVERSITY OF TEXAS AT EL PASO
