Grade Guidelines:  

Study the reading materials very carefully.  Study the slides very carefully.  Oftentimes the slides come directly from the readings;  other times, this is not the case.  But my examinations will come from the readings and the slides (lecture notes).
There will be a good deal of reading, so don’t get behind, as you will not be able to really get the impact of the slides if you have not accomplished the assigned readings.

Download the lecture slides and have them available for the live session.  In this way, you may mark them up and used them as study notes.   

My lectures will come from these slides, which are very frequently updated with the latest information.  They are not sufficient in themselves as sources of study.  You absolutely need to do the readings, and please read them for comprehension.
Ensure you do the reading prior to the live class.  See the Course Schedule for anticipated class contents and assigned readings.

When I make an assignment, I will try to answer your questions very quickly and with ‘no strings attached’ … until the due date.  So, if you front-end the assignments and have questions or encounter problems, we can address them.  But, of course, once the due date occurs, there is no time for further discussion prior to turn in.  So, I am encouraging you to start work as soon as you get the assignments, which will allow time for questions and any problems that might arise.

Course Philosophy:  

This two course sequence, in which you are about to embark, is the most important course sequence in your program.  Here is where you “put it all together.”  No matter what kind of software you are working with, you will need a “process” and (likely) object technology.  You will need the disciplines and skills presented in this course.  This is what most of you may be or will be doing in the workplace. 

Successful completion of this course will require a serious time commitment by you.  The time required for your work can be considerable, as each task that you will undertake can require many hours of work.  It is therefore essential that you budget your time accordingly, as the worst thing that you can do is to plan to complete your program the day (or night) before an assignment is due.
